Faculty Advisors for Team Research Projects will work with a team of approximately six to 
ten PGSS students (rising high school seniors), with the help of an undergraduate Teaching 
Assistant, on a challenging but doable research project.  The Faculty Advisor is responsible for 
providing the intellectual idea for the project, and should be available to advise the students, as 
needed, during the scheduled research sessions.  However, the students are expected to do the 
actual research work themselves. 
The regularly scheduled time for Team Research Projects is 2:30 – 5:30 P.M. on Mondays and 
Thursdays, during the first four weeks of the program.  Additional time is scheduled, as needed, 
during the fifth week of the program, for the students to write final reports and to prepare Power 
Point presentations, which will be given at our Scientific Symposium on the last two days of the 
program. 
Laboratory and/or computing facilities will be provided on the campus of Carnegie Mellon 
University, as well as supplies and materials needed to carry out the research. 
Applicants should have at least a Batchelor’s Degree and work experience in the subject area, or 
related field.  Master’s Degree plus work experience in the subject area is preferred. 
Stipend:  $2000 for leading one team project, or $3000 for leading two team projects.
